Set up and take down sports equipment, maintain program materials, and ensure safety
procedures are followed.
Provide positive mentorship to teen participants, promoting leadership and teamwork.
Follow department policies and procedures for program registration, attendance tracking, and
facility management.

e Support the Recreation Director in establishing rules and emergency procedures with
participating youth and field staff.

e Activities may be outdoors, and staff may be exposed to the sun and heat for prolonged periods
of time.

e Perform other designated duties as assigned by Recreation Director (ex: preparation of
materials, office work, errands, etc.)

e Must be at least 18 years of age.
e Strong knowledge of sports rules, coaching techniques, and league management.
e Experience working with teens, ages 11-17 years old in a sports or recreational setting.
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Ability to officiate games and manage league operations effectively.
Strong leadership, communication, and organizational skills.
Must be a self-starter, able to work independently while taking direction from the Recreation
Director

e Ability to lift 25 Ibs. and be active for extended periods in an outdoor and indoor sports
environment.
