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RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Approve the Department of Recreation and Parks (RAP) FY2025-26 Project Plan, as set
forth in this Report’s Attachment 1;

2. Authorize RAP to accept and receive a funding allocation from the Los Angeles Organizing
Committee for the 2028 Olympic and Paralympic Games (LA 2028) in the amount of
$33,123,226, as outlined in the FY2025-26 Project Plan, attached hereto as Attachment
1, subject to approval of the City Council;

3. Direct RAP to transmit the FY2025-26 Project Plan to the City Council for consideration in
conformance with the Youth Sports Agreement (YSA), attached hereto as Attachment 2;

4. Request the City Administrative Officer (CAQO) to prepare Controller instructions, and/or
make technical corrections or adjustments, that may be required and are consistent with
the City Council and Mayoral action as necessary for the appropriation and expenditure
of funds from the Youth Sport Partnership Fund (Fund No. 63K), up to the amounts
approved for the FY2025-26 Project Plan, and previously approved annual project plans,
in accordance with the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement (as amended), and authorize
the Controller to implement those instructions; and

5. Authorize RAP staff to make technical changes to the FY2025-26 Project Plan as needed
to carry out the intent of this Report.
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SUMMARY

On September 13, 2017, the International Olympic Committee (IOC) selected the City of Los
Angeles to host the 2028 Olympic and Paralympic Games (2028 Games). Among the principles
of the Host City Contract, entered into September 13, 2017, by and between the City, the 10C
and the United States Olympic Committee (USOC), as well as the August 16, 2017 Memorandum
of Understanding between the City, LA 2028 and the USOC regarding the organizing of the 2028
Games, LA 2028 committed to support youth sports programming, including funding up to
$160,000,000, to significantly enhance access to sport for the City’s youth over the years leading
up to the 2028 Games. The terms of this commitment were developed in collaboration with the
City and ultimately memorialized in the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement (YSA) for the
operation and development of the City’s Youth Sports Program (YSP); such terms were
subsequently amended in collaboration with the RAP as the overseeing entity of the City of Los
Angeles’ Youth & Adaptive Sports Program (PlayLA) to, among other things, clarify the operation
and development of PlayLA and update the number of pre-qualified RAP locations.

The FY2025-26 YSP Project Plan (Attachment 1) reflects the total estimated enrollment of
229,540, with a total estimated cost of $33,123,226.00.

Through the amended YSA, the City will use the provided funding to directly support and
increase citywide youth participation in quality sport and fithess programming by removing
financial barriers now and up to the 2028 Games.

PlayLA is structured to overcome barriers to participation, including considerations to
achieve gender equity and to increase access and opportunities for all young people, particularly
the economically disadvantaged and physically impaired and to ensure enduring health and
wellness benefits for all communities in the City of Los Angeles.

YSA Terms and Conditions
The YSA memorializes the following terms relating to PlayLA:

1. Grant funding received from LA 2028 will be used to subsidize and offset funding for youth
sports and fitness classes or programs at designated recreation centers and or through
signature programs or other non-profit or specialized sport and fitness partners, as well
as for marketing and for the implementation of a safe sport program.

2. To access grant funds, RAP will develop an annual “YSP Project Plan,” subject to the
Board of Recreation and Park Commissioners (Board) and City Council approval, and
submit each plan to LA 2028 to draw down the available youth sports funding.

3. RAP will submit annual YSP Project Plan requests to LA 2028, up to the cumulative
amount of the total available grant funds available for such fiscal year, as follows:
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a. Patrticipation Fees for Leagues and Classes: A majority of available funds may be

used each fiscal year to offset the Direct Costs for participation in RAP operated,
guality youth sports leagues & classes.

b. Signature Youth Programs: RAP may also use a targeted amount of funds each
year to offset the direct and start-up costs of quality youth sport or fithess
programs, and/or including adaptive sport activities.

4. RAP will enact and maintain minimum standards for safety maintenance, training and
reporting under a collaboration with the U.S. Center for Safe Sport, in an amount not to
exceed $2,000,000.00, and within one year from the YSA'’s execution.

5. Eligible participants for subsidies will be based on household income within %2 mile radius
of that recreation center. Using current income data, 90 recreation centers and 37 pools
are designated as pre-qualified. RAP also has 35 non-pre-qualified centers and 16 non
pre-qualified pools. Participants at non-designated and pre-qualified sites will verify their
eligibility by self-certifying household income. RAP will retain the right to adjust or modify
any pre-designated and qualified recreation center as needed to meet operational,
maintenance or income needs.

6. RAP will commit to raising public awareness and engagement of the YSP by utilizing
designated marketing funds to identify and create the YSP branding, marketing, and visual
identity and to purchase multilingual advertising for each year of the YSP.

7. RAP will submit an annual Project Plan with an estimated amount to identify subsidies for
upcoming year registration in existing or signature programming for reimbursement and
to be reconciled each subsequent year, while committing to a preference for Olympic or
Adaptive Sports and to track participation and growth resulting from RAP’s baseline
participation numbers now and through 2028.

FY2025-26 PROJECT PLAN

The FY2025-26 Project Plan identifies estimated subsidies for registration in existing recreational
and aquatic programming as well as requested allocations for (i) supporting unique signature
programming with a commitment to Olympic or Adaptive Sports, and (ii) tracking participation and
growth resulting from RAP’s baseline participation numbers starting in Summer 2021 through
2028.

The requested amount of $33,123,226 will be used for RAP’s 2025-26 fiscal year, to be
apportioned as follows:

a. $23,075,076 to support recreational leagues and classes at 90 prequalified sites
and available eligible participants at the City’s 35 non-prequalified sites
(Attachment 3). Eligible participants are those who self attest in meeting the Low-
Income Limit established by the United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) for three-member families in the Los Angeles-Long Beach-
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Glendale, California HUD Metro Fair Market Rent Area, $90,850 as of June 1,
2023. 1t also includes the introduction of a basketball development program,
cricket, and pickleball as pilot programs detailed in the YSP Project Plan narrative
(Attachment 1c).

b. $4,808,063 to support Aquatics Swim Classes at RAP’s 37 prequalified aquatic
sites and available to eligible participants at the City’s remaining 16 non-
prequalified aquatic sites (Attachment 1) as well as the surfing program.

c. $4,061,587 to support Signature Youth Programs in aquatics, sports & fitness, and
adaptive sports (Attachment 1).

d. $1,178,500 to support RAP’s safe sport programming, marketing for non-adaptive
sports, marketing for adaptive sports, printing, and media buys (Attachment 1).

Using FY2018-19 as our baseline, RAP had 148,274 youth participant enrollments in YSP
programs at recreation and aquatic sites during that fiscal year. RAP’s projection for FY2025-26
is 229,540 youth participant enroliments.

FISCAL IMPACT

Approval of the FY2025-26 Project Plan and acceptance of Grant funding from LA 2028 will have
a positive impact on RAP’s General Fund, resulting in cost savings to RAP in its operation and
offering of subsidized youth sports and fitness programs Citywide.

FY 25/26 YSP Project Plan Narrative

Mission Statement

In partnership with LA28 and the Olympic and Paralympic Games, the PlayLA Youth and Adaptive
Youth Sports Program provides high quality, affordable programming throughout the City of Los
Angeles to support and enhance life-long leisure pursuits and promote a healthy, active and
equitable quality of life.

Safety Measures

The PlayLA Youth and Adaptive Youth Sports Program of the Department of Recreation and Parks
(RAP) is committed to supporting and maintaining a safe and healthy environment for youth
participants, volunteers and staff. PlayLA Youth and Adaptive Youth Sports follows all SafeSport
protocol, training and requirements for our volunteers, city staff and coaches. In addition the City of
Los Angeles’ RAP has strengthened and built upon existing reporting and response processes by
collaborating with the U.S. Center of Safe Sport to develop the Play Safe LA initiative. A
comprehensive framework for responding to incidents or allegations of youth abuse and related
misconduct. The Play Safe LA initiative aims to improve safety, accountability, and transparency.

Overview

RAP proposes to continue introducing sports leagues, fitness classes and clinics at recreation
centers and swimming pools citywide beginning in Summer FY 2025-2026. Staff will provide
instruction with specific qualifications necessary for adequate and consistent development of
participants. RAP continues to recruit and hire instructors of previous signature classes, now
classified as legacy signature classes which include equestrian, marathon training, surfing,
kayaking, and USA Swim Team which are now regular on-going classes. Additionally, some
previously signature sports have been fully incorporated in our recreation programming. These
sports include boxing, golf, karate, judo, skateboarding, tae kwon do, tennis, and track and field.

The department is also restructuring our kayaking and paddleboarding sports. These two sports
will be merged into a small craft program in an effort to improve efficiency with labor costs. The
Soccer Development Program that was previously a pilot program is now a signature program as
LA City United for Fiscal Year 2025 - 2026. Adaptive pickleball will be added to our adaptive youth
sports offerings.



FY 25/26 YSP Project Plan Narrative

It is crucial to keep providing quality recreational and aquatic activities and experiences, especially
at centers and pools with low-income, high need neighborhoods within the City of Los Angeles.
RAP will continue to offer high level instruction by introducing five new pilot programs such as a
basketball development program, cricket, and pickleball.

The PlayLA Adaptive Youth Sports program is expanding in both attendance and programs
offered. We are observing an increase in participation and support from families as well as an
increased interest from new youth participants. The para surf program has demonstrated a
significant increase from the original 35 participants during the inaugural season to approximately
100 participants in the current season of 2024-25. In line with our commitment to inclusivity and
diversity, we have introduced new sports such as wheelchair basketball. We anticipate further
participation growth with the addition of adaptive pickleball slated to commence in the Spring of
2025.

As part of our strategic planning and vision, we look to expand our human resource framework
within the adaptive sports division. Currently, our team consists of one Principal Supervisor |, one
Senior Recreation Director, one Facility Director, as well as one Recreation Coordinator. This
organizational structure allows us to continue to deliver excellent services while fostering the growth
and development of our adaptive youth sport program.

The PlayLA Adaptive Youth Sports program continues to gain momentum due to the collaborations
with key partners including several National Governing Bodies. Their expertise in the field of
adaptive recreational programming has allowed us to maximize our engagement with patrons
through several key initiatives including support in our outreach efforts to the adaptive community by
supporting and endorsing our message. This is evident through the promotion of our events and
programs on their organization's various social media platforms and networks. These cooperative
efforts contribute to the growth in participation of youth in our adaptive programs.

The para surf program has recently gained the attention of the local media. A strategically timed
press release was disseminated on June 28th, celebrating the return of the para surf clinics this
summer. Registration for these clinics filled up quickly with a waiting list for many of the days the
clinics were offered.

In Winter of 2024, we introduced the inaugural adaptive archery program at one of the department's
facilities; Easton-Rancho Park Archery Range at Cheviot Hills Recreation Center. Together with our
provider, the Triumph Foundation, clinics were held for youth with disabilities ages 5 — 17. Many of
the instructors were part of USA Archery and included paralympian archers as well. Not only did the
instructors bring valuable knowledge to the program but served as an inspiration to our participants.
The outcome surpassed all expectations and is one of our most popular activities. This success
profoundly underscores the sport's capacity to cater to youths of every ability, making adaptive
archery a unifying platform for all. Also during the winter, PlayLA Adaptive Sports also saw the return
of sitting volleyball at five different sites across the City.

Our established partnership with Ride On Therapeutic Horsemanship continues to thrive this year,
allowing us to offer year-round para equestrian Clinics for youth ages 7-17. Since its inception, the
program has had a full roster of registrations, attesting to its appeal for youths with disabilities. Our
participants achieved a milestone this year by participating in the renowned CALNET horse show.
Two participants from the equestrian program finished in 1st place and 2nd place. This annual event
allows students to showcase the skill sets each has learned during the equestrian lessons provided
by the program.

During this past Spring, we proudly hosted a series of wheelchair tennis clinics for the second
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consecutive year. All students, some returning and some new, had a great time learning about
wheelchair tennis. Please see the link below.

Additionally, during the Spring we offered an inclusive judo class for youth with visual impairments at
Martin Luther King Recreation Center. The class was very popular and showed how inclusive
programming can be successfully implemented. Now the class will be offered on a year round class
at this facility. One of the students who has a visual impairment won first place in the judo
tournament that was held this Summer at Lincoln Park Recreation Center. This tournament was an
all inclusive event as well.

Summer 2024 was very successful as we expanded adaptive sports programming throughout the
city. In June we collaborated with Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD), LA Galaxy and
United States Association of Blind Athletes (USABA) to provide a blind soccer clinic to over 60 youth
from LAUSD at the Dignity Sports Complex in Carson, CA. The youth were able to learn the basic
skills of the exciting sport of blind soccer and meet members of the Men’s National Team that day.
The established para equestrian and para surf classes and clinics were full all summer and there
was a strong showing of participants who took part in both wheelchair basketball and judo.

This summer we piloted adaptive pickleball. It was a good turn out for a new program that was well
received by the community. The class was full with 10 participants. We look forward to the continued
development of the adaptive pickleball program.

The Triumph Foundation spearheaded wheelchair basketball clinics at multiple recreation centers
including: Michelle & Barack Obama Sports Complex, Cheviot Hills Recreation Center, Lake View
Terrace Recreation Center and Martin Luther King Recreation Center. Additionally, the Challenged
Athletes Foundation collaborated with our department to offer para surf to the youth at Venice
Beach, Ride On provided para equestrian classes and clinics in Chatsworth and our judo instructor
taught the judo/vi judo classes at Martin Luther King Recreation Center.

This Fall, our partnership with the US Association of Blind Athletes (USABA) continues as we offer
Blind Soccer clinics for youth ages 5 to 17. There will be a total of eight clinics taking place between
September and December. The clinics include sighted youth goalies from Hubert Humphrey
Recreation Center (Valley Region) Mar Vista Recreation Center (West Region) and Martin Luther
King Recreation Center (Citywide).

The Winter season of 2025 will see the return of sitting volleyball at five locations across the City and
that of adaptive archery. Adaptive archery clinics will be held at Cheviot Hills Recreation Center. We
will also introduce the exciting sport of goalball to be played at the Martin Luther King Recreation
Center. The clinics will be held between January and March for youth ages 5-17. The para
equestrian classes and clinics are very popular and we anticipate offering this activity again in Winter
of 2025 as we have in the past.

The PlayLA Adaptive swim lesson program is a year-round program open to youth ages 5-17 who
have different physical or cognitive needs. This is a group lesson, where the instructor incorporates
water safety and swimming fundamentals, while accommodating the abilities of each individual.
Aides are encouraged to get in the water with their participant at no extra cost, but are not
mandated to unless specifically needed for medical or safety reasons.

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Many such communities will greatly benefit from affordable recreation and aquatic activities moving
forward as a demonstrative investment in their health and wellness while understating the
commitment it takes for athletes to reach goals in Olympic and Paralympic Sports.

Program Elements

Classes-Recreation Centers

Sports and fitness classes will be offered at 90 pre-qualified Recreation Centers. Examples of
previously offered classes include: dance (various), sports, fitness, Judo, and Tennis. Newly added
classes include: Pickleball and Field Hockey. Recreation Center staff are expected to offer classes
from the approved list of activities in Attachment A. Facility Directors select offerings that meet the
interest and preferences of their respective communities. For example, there are numerous types of
dance classes that RAP currently offers such as; ballet folklorico, hip hop, and ballet. Field staff
select the style of dance class(es) that garner the most participation by mirroring the community
demographics. Classes are offered in eight (8) week sessions.

Clinics-Recreation Centers

Clinics will be offered at 90 pre-qualified recreation centers citywide. Clinics may include:
basketball skills, soccer, flag football, cheer, tennis, volleyball skills, baseball, and softball.
Recreation center staff are expected to offer clinics from the approved list of activities in
Attachment A. Facility Directors select offerings that meet the interests and preferences of the
surrounding community. Clinics will be 2 hours each for three (3) dates and centers will offer two
(2) clinics each. The clinics will further develop interest in the upcoming season’s sport.

Classes-Aquatic Facilities/Pools

Aquatic sports and fitness classes will be offered at 37 pre-qualified aquatic facilities. Examples of
previously offered classes include: team sports (swim team, dive team, water polo team, artistic
swim team) and aquatic classes (swim lessons, surfing, kayaking). Classes are offered in sessions
of at least 8 classes. Staffing will dictate the overall number of youth that can be served. Swimming
classes and other aquatic activities are taught mostly by lifeguards. Therefore Aquatics numbers are
dependent on the ability to hire enough lifeguards. The program continues to be impacted by the
nationwide shortage of lifeguards as well as increased recruitment competition from neighboring
agencies. Under the Aquatics classes (swim lessons specifically), we are requesting funding for
personal equipment (goggles and a swim cap) for each participant. This personal equipment is vital
and most participants do not have the means to provide it themselves. They will gain much more
from the classes if they are able to fully participate, and these items would allow them to do that.
The main focus for the program in 25/26 is the increased hiring of lifeguards to increase the number
of classes that are offered.

Clinics-Aquatics

Clinics will be offered at several of the 37 pre-qualified aquatic facilities (locations determined by
interest, availability of qualified staff, and facility closures). Clinics may include: swimming, water
polo, surfing, kayaking, inner tube water polo, diving, and stand-up paddleboarding. Clinics will be
2 hours each for three (3) dates. Aquatic facilities will offer clinics in those activities with high
numbers (as long as there is qualified staff available), in order to serve more youth and develop
interest for future seasons.
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Community School Parks (CSP)

In alignment with our goal to have high quality sports and fitness programming accessible to all
youth in Los Angeles we are expanding PlayLA programming to Community School Parks. In
partnership with the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) we have established ten
community school parks, a designated area on an elementary or middle school campus, which is
available for public use for recreation and play during non-school hours. Selected sites are located
in park deficient and high need areas of the City. We are adding five additional sites to the CSP
program in FY 25/26. Programming will occur on weekends. Programming will follow RAP’s eight
week schedule for classes during the LAUSD calendar year.

Pilot Programs:

Basketball Development Team

The Basketball Developmental Team, would be an addition to the academy level sports program
where dedicated participants are able to play at a high competitive level. The goal and strategy is to
create an inclusive feeder program into the academy level. This would allow participants exposure
and access to higher level coaching to help players refine their skills, gain valuable game
experience, and develop a deeper understanding of teamwork and strategy.

Cricket

Cricket is returning to the Olympic program in the 2028 games. It is one of the most popular sports
globally, and a growing audience in Los Angeles. The game emphasizes teamwork, strategy, and
physical endurance, with a wide range of formats that cater to different skill levels and interests.
Cricket offers inclusive opportunities for youth to engage, with various developmental programs
designed to introduce young participants to the sport in a supportive and engaging environment.
Participation in cricket helps develop hand-eye coordination, focus, and discipline, while also
promoting physical fitness and teamwork. This program aims to introduce youth to cricket,
providing access to quality facilities within the City of Los Angeles and fostering a passion for this
international sport.

Pickleball

Pickleball is rapidly emerging as one of the most popular sports across communities, captivating
players of all ages and skill levels. Known for its combination of tennis, badminton, and ping pong
elements, pickleball emphasizes fun, engagement, and social interaction. While not currently an
Olympic or Paralympic sport, its accessibility and appeal have sparked enthusiasm among youth
and adults alike. The addition of Pickleball is further expanding participation, offering inclusive

opportunities for individuals with varying abilities and skill level. This initiative aims to foster
awareness and growth within the sport, encouraging young participants to develop coordination,
strategy, and teamwork skills in a supportive environment. Through this program, we aim to meet
the demand for pickleball opportunities in the City of Los Angeles, and continue inspiring a love for
this vibrant and community-focused sport.

Signature Programs

Soccer Development Program: LA City United Soccer

In order to help address the limited access for Los Angeles City youth to quality higher level soccer
programs without hefty fees, RAP will be piloting the Soccer Development Program: LA City United.
The goal and strategy is to create an inclusive and self-sustaining soccer development system in
L.A., in part by removing financial barriers and increasing accessibility for families. The existing
alternatives, AYSO and Club Soccer, have limitations, leaving a significant gap to be filled by our
department. Our plan involves three key short-term components:

1. RAP is providing training guidance to coaches at local centers.

2. The Department has identified specific sites in South L.A. to establish a feeder into the
program.

3. The program will identify players' skill levels and provide clear developmental paths.

RAP will promote an Enhanced Player Development Team for talented and ambitious children.
These young athletes will be evaluated and selected to join, representing the City of Los Angeles in
regional and national soccer competitions via the LA United City Teams. . We aim to create a clear
and direct pathway for L.A. City Youth Soccer Players to higher level play and competition structure,
offering them top-notch training to reach their soccer aspirations.

A iv Program

Adaptive Archery

Archery is a Paralympic Sport that focuses on accuracy, strength, and concentration. There are
various competition categories for athletes and allows people of all abilities to participate. Various
adaptations in archery allow people with visual impairments, intellectual disabilities, and physical
disabilities to participate in. This program is intended to introduce youth participants to the sport of
Archery in an inclusive and enriching environment as well as providing access to the use of the
amazing archery venues within the City of Los Angeles.

Winter Program, 6 clinics

Offered at Easton-Rancho Park Archery Range
Ages 5-17

12 participants per clinic

Adaptive Athletics

Athletics is a Paralympic Sport that was first introduced to the Paralympics in 1952. Some of the
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events of athletics includes; Short/Middle/Long distance races, high jump, long jump, javelin throw,
discus throw, and marathons events. Athletes with physical, intellectual, and visual impairments can
participate in these events. Guide runners are a unique adaptation that allows participants with
visual impairments to compete. Adaptive Athletics will focus on introducing youth participants with
disabilities into inclusive athletic events that will teach them the fundamentals of the sport.

Spring Program, 4 clinics

Offered at Michelle and Barack Obama Sports Complex.
Ages 5-17

Up to 20 participants per quarter

Adaptive Kayaking

Adaptive Kayaking offers an inclusive and exhilarating watersport experience designed to cater to
youth with disabilities. This dynamic program provides a unique opportunity for youth of all
backgrounds to enjoy the thrill of kayaking while embracing the beauty of nature. Outing will include
skill-building time outside of the water and in-water instruction. Participants will be provided with
specialized sport and safety equipment such as life vests and expert guidance, ensuring a safe and
enjoyable adventure on the water. During the summer season, classes will be offered as a one day
class, for a class duration of four hours.

Summer Program, 8 classes

Offered citywide at various aquatic sites
Ages 9-17

6 participants per class

Adaptive Pickleball (New)

This sport is quickly becoming a popular sport in all communities. While not an Olympic or
Paralympic Sport at this time many community members, youth included are excited about this
activity. Due to its popularity RAP has incorporated pickleball fields as new amenities offered to
the community. adaptive pickleball is an upcoming sport that the PlayLA adaptive staff was
introduced to at the Move United Conference. There are many adaptive pickleball players across
the Nation that bring awareness to the sport and will be part of the growing movement.

Spring, Fall, Winter: 8 classes per quarter, per site
Offered at 3 Recreation Centers.

Ages 5 -17

Adaptive Skateboarding

Adaptive Skateboarding is a sport that is up for consideration for the 2028 Paralympic Games.
Participants in Adaptive Skateboarding are able to use a skateboard or wheelchair. Prosthetics
and assistive devices are allowed to aid participants. Adaptive Skateboarding can be enjoyed by
participants in an open freestyle setting or in a competition setting. Adaptive Skateboarding is a
sport recommended for people with physical disabilities, intellectual disabilities, and people with
a visual impairment (Aide/assistant required).

e Adaptive Skateboarding will be offered city-wide at 4 skate parks.

Adaptive Swimming

Swimming was one of the original sports for the first Paralympic Games held in Rome in 1960.
Some of the events include crawl stroke, backstroke, butterfly, and breaststroke. Swimmers can
use different starting methods that can best accommodate their impairment. Through the
leadership of the Aquatics Division, the program is intended to provide adaptive swimming to
children with physical disabilities, vision impairments and intellectual disabilities.

e Year Round: 10, 25 minute classes during the Summer and 8, 25 minute classes during
the Fall, Winter and Spring seasons

e Offered at all LA City pools, 19 year-round and 36 seasonal facilities

e Ages 5-17

Blind Soccer

Blind soccer, also known as 5-a-side soccer or football 5-a-side, is an adaptation of soccer for
athletes with a vision impairment. The sport has been governed by the International Blind Sports
Federation (IBSA) since 1996 and it is played with modified FIFA rules. Blind soccer teams are
made up of four outfield players and one goalkeeper. Outfield players are visually impaired
which means they are completely blind, have very low visual acuity, and/or no light perception,
while the goalkeeper must be sighted or partially sighted. To ensure fair competition, all outfield
players must wear eyeshades. Teams are allowed off-field guides to assist them. The ball makes
a noise due to a sound system located inside that helps players orient themselves. Players
committing five fouls during one game are disqualified from the game. Spectators must remain
silent while watching the game until a goal is scored. Participants will be introduced to the
basics and fundamentals of the sport.

Goalball

Goalball is a team sport played by athletes with a visual impairment. Goalball was introduced to
the Paralympics as a demonstration in the Toronto 1976 games and adopted in 1980 in the
Arnhem games. A women's competition was featured and adopted at the New York and Stoke
Mandeville 1984 games. The game is played using a specialized ball with bells inside. The bells
inside the ball help the players on defense listen for the oncoming ball and attempt to block it
with their bodies. A goalball game consists of 2 teams with 6 maximum players per team. 3
Players are on the court per team. The objective is to roll the ball with bells inside, over the
opponent’s goal line. Players wear eyeshades (complete blackout) for fair play and rely on their
auditory senses and tactile senses to compete. A unique component of the sport is that the
crowd/players/staff on site must remain quiet when either team is on offense. Cheering can
resume after the attempt at goal has been completed. Participants will be introduced to the
basics and fundamentals of the sport.

Para Equestrian

Para Equestrian is composed of an individual or team competition where athletes compete
against each other based on the same grade of impairment. Freestyle competitions allow
participants to perform a personally choreographed routine set to their own choice of music. The
goal of the program is to provide youth with a physical disability, intellectual disability, or visual
impairment, an opportunity to compete and participate. Participants will be taught the various
disciplines of the sport as well as maneuvering a horse through an obstacle course in a safe
environment.

e Year Round: 2 sessions per season

Offered at the Los Angeles Equestrian Center and selective private facilities such as Ride
On Chatsworth

Para Surfing

Para Surfing is an adapted form of surfing that allows people with disabilities to participate in
surfing activities. Participants are able to use various prosthetics, orthotics, or essential safety
equipment. Some of the common para surf disciplines include; para surf stand, para surf kneel,
para surf prone, and para surf visual Impairment. The goal of the para surf program is to provide
youth with physical disabilities, intellectual disabilities, and visual impairments an opportunity to
participate and compete.

e Offered at Venice Beach Recreation Center.

Sitting Volleyball

Sitting volleyball is a form of volleyball that is played on the floor. Sitting volleyball became a
Paralympic Sport for men at the Arnhem 1980 games and for women at the 2004 Athens
games. Gameplay consists of 6 vs 6. Sitting volleyball uses a smaller court and lower net. The
game is played at a faster speed because the players are closer together. Teamwork and
deceptive serving are important aspects of the game. Participants will be introduced to the
basics and fundamentals of the sport.

Winter: Clinic based

Offered city wide at 5 recreation centers.
Ages 5 -17

15 participants per clinic.
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Wheelchair Basketball

Wheelchair basketball is a Paralympic sport that was adopted in the 1960 Rome games. Games
consist of 2 vs 2, 3 vs 3, or 5 vs 5. In wheelchair basketball, players are allowed to stop and then
resume dribbling as they push their wheelchair up to 2 consecutive times. In the Paralympics,
players are classified on a point system ranging from 1 to 4.5 based on their functional mobility.
Low Pointer: Players with severe impairment 1 to 2.5 points. High Pointer: Players with a minor
impairment. Players with varying functional abilities are selected with each playing a different
role and style. Participants will be introduced to the basics and fundamentals of the sport. The
cost in equipment was increased due to the department acquiring specialized wheelchairs for the
sport.

Fall, Summer: Clinic based

Wheelchair basketball will be offered city wide at four (4) recreation centers.
Ages 5 -17

Wheelchair basketball tournament, tentatively in December (late Fall)

Wheelchair Tennis

The program will focus on introducing the sport to children with physical and intellectual
disabilities. Wheelchair tennis is a Paralympic sport that was adopted in the Barcelona 1992
Games. Wheelchair tennis gameplay includes singles, doubles, quad singles, and quad
doubles. Recently, the wheelchair tennis clinic at Studio City Recreation Center was featured on
spectrum news.

Other Costs
Marketing

As the success of PlayLA continues its remarkable journey, the Recreation and Parks Department
(RAP) will elevate its brand awareness with a primary focus on the value and quality of the program,
while emphasizing the importance of youth sports and the health benefits they provide. To effectively
reach youth in underserved communities, our marketing strategy focuses on building meaningful
connections and ensuring accessibility to our programs. Our staff continues to make connections
with key community members and families. With two fiscal years of data now available, the next
phase of our marketing plan will involve the implementation of a robust strategy designed to enhance
our brand image and extend our reach to engage a broader audience through data-driven insights.
With key foundation pieces of the marketing plan in place, including a marketing firm, there will be a
rapid scaling up of the PlayLA program marketing. The increased visibility and promotions is focused
on reaching the most marginalized youth groups within the city. By leveraging targeted outreach

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initiatives and community partnerships, we aim to engage families who may not be aware of the
sports opportunities available to them, fostering a sense of inclusion and empowerment.

The data-driven approach will enable us to identify the most effective marketing channels for
reaching our target demographics and understanding which messaging resonates most powerfully,
driving higher engagement levels.

As we scale up our efforts, we are committed to enhancing our visibility and presence within these
communities. This includes expanding our outreach to schools, community centers, and local
organizations, ensuring that our message resonates and reaches those who can benefit most from
our programs. By adjusting our approach to meet the unique needs of each community, we strive to
create lasting impacts.

In FY24_25 there was an immediate positive response to the Metro rail campaign, which wrapped a
metro rail cart aimed at increasing visibility and accessibility to PlayLA across Los Angeles. By
utilizing public transportation as a platform for advertisement, we can reach a diverse audience and
foster awareness of the myriad sports opportunities available in our communities. In tandem with
wrapping, we also optimized interior cards on the trains and the digital kiosk available at the stations.
The campaign was active during the Fall enroliment period. We will expand our digital media buys to
ensure that our messaging reaches potential participants where they are most active—online. The
Metro campaign will be replicated FY25 26 elevating the awareness of the PlayLA program and
having a consistent presence in the community outside of parks. To support efforts the PlayLA Street
Team also ensured there was a community presence throughout the city in an effort to make the
program a recognized name.

Recognizing the unique needs of our community, RAP will continue to provide targeted outreach in
high-need areas, employing language-sensitive advertisements to ensure inclusivity and
understanding. By tailoring our marketing materials to reflect the linguistic diversity of our city, we
aim to engage families who may not be aware of the sports programs available to them.
Advertisements will include bus stops and bus benches but also grassroot efforts such as presenting
and providing flyers at surrounding schools, faith-based groups, and community-based
organizations.

For our adaptive program we will continue to host regular events and activities that not only promote
our sports programs but also cultivate a supportive environment for youth and families. Through
ongoing engagement and relationship-building, we will create a strong foundation that encourages
participation and fosters a lifelong passion for sports for our adaptive participants. The core of the
Adaptive Sports Division's mission remains in the establishment and nurturing of strong
communication channels with the parents of our young participants. This proactive approach to
communication has proven instrumental in cultivating essential rapport and trust within the
community. Our strategies include a range of practices, such as email reminders, personal outreach,
consistency, prompt follow-up, and a positive customer service experience. Each of these measures
contributes to building trust and building lasting relationships.

Furthermore, an important focus of our marketing efforts will focus on the recruitment of lifeguards
and coaches, particularly in sports experiencing high demand. This initiative will not only enhance
the quality of our programs but also allow us to create more opportunities for youth to participate and
thrive. Effective recruitment strategies will be crucial to attract dedicated individuals who are
passionate about fostering an enriching and supportive sporting environment.

Adaptive Special Events/Tournaments

Special events and tournaments are an important component in marketing and outreach to all
communities throughout the city to showcase the various sports offered by the PlayLA Adaptive
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program on a year-round basis. This past June over 60 youth participated in the Blind Soccer
Experience at Dignity Sports Complex in Carson,CA. The youth were able to learn the fundamentals
of blind soccer as well as meet members of the US Men’s Blind Soccer Team. The soccer
experience was great fun for all and is now an annual event for youth to participate. The PlayLA
looks to replicate this model for other adaptive sports and continue building the strong relationship
with LAUSD.

Recently, youth who are visually impaired participated in the PlayLA judo tournament at Lincoln
Park. The judo tournaments are all inclusive and typically held semi-annually at centers throughout
the city. PlayLA staff will be planning and hosting a Goalball Kickoff Event. This occasion allows us
to introduce and promote the sport to youth in the adaptive community preceding the goalball clinics
being offered during the winter season. Additionally, the team will be hosting a wheelchair basketball
for youth in early 2025. The tournament will be a weekend tournament for youth Wheelchair
basketball is one of the first paralympic sports and growing in popularity among youth and the team
looks forward to offering many tournaments in the future.

Adaptive Professional Development-Continued Education

In April 2024 the adaptive sports staff attended the Move United conference in Phoenix, AZ. The
conference served as a platform to enrich the knowledge and skills of our recreation staff. Such
training provides a valuable opportunity for recreation professionals to learn from seasoned
experts in the field. Through our participation, the PlayLA team gained new insight into emerging
industry trends but also explored best practices that compliment our adaptive sports initiatives.
Staff trained in Adaptive Archery by coaches from USA Archery. The certification of staff helps
create a sustainable pathway for adaptive archery.

In August 2024 the Senior Director for the adaptive sports program attended the USABA Blind
Soccer Level 1 Certification course online. This is a new certification that will help us continue to
develop the sport of Blind Soccer.

Sport Specific Certifications

Building capacity for the Recreation and Parks Department (RAP) is essential for enhancing the
quality and reach of our sports programs and ensuring its longevity within the program. One key
strategy involves empowering regional representatives to undergo official certification from National
Governing Bodies (NGBs). These sport specific certifications not only equip our staff with advanced
knowledge and skills but also ensure that they are well-versed in the latest coaching techniques and
best practices specific to their sports.

Particularly for signature programs that have historically faced challenges in coach recruitment, this
initiative is vital. By providing regional representatives with the necessary certifications, we can
establish a higher standard of coaching within these programs. This not only attracts qualified
individuals to these roles but also enhances the overall coaching framework, making our programs
more appealing to potential coaches. It is also establishing the foundation to creating a
train-the-trainer model for each sport offered within our current programming.

As certified representatives advocate for the importance of these signature programs, their credibility
will help build trust within the community. This initiative is not only about enhancing individual skills
but also about creating a robust pipeline of trained coaches who are dedicated to fostering youth
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engagement and development in underserved areas. Ultimately, this capacity-building effort will lead
to improved program quality, greater participation, and a lasting positive impact on the communities
we serve.

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AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES AND THE
LOS ANGELES ORGANIZING COMMITTEE FOR THE OLYMPIC AND PARALYMPIC
GAMES 2028
REGARDING
THE 2028 YOUTH SPORT PARTNERSHIP (“YSP”)

This agreement regarding the 2028 Youth Sport Partnership (“YSP Agreement”) is made and
entered into as of the date of the last signature set forth below, and is by and between the City of Los
Angeles (“City”), a municipal corporation, acting by and through its Department of Recreation and Parks
(“RAP” or “Department”), and the Los Angeles Organizing Committee for the Olympic and Paralympic
Games 2028 (“LA 2028 or “OCOG”), a California nonprofit public benefit corporation, formerly known
as the Los Angeles 2024 Exploratory Committee. Collectively, these entities shall be known herein as the
“Parties” or individually as a “Party.”

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, on August 16, 2017, the City and LA 2028 entered into the Memorandum of
Understanding regarding the organizing of the 2028 Olympic and Paralympic Games (“2017 MOU”) by
and among the City, LA 2028, and the United States Olympic and Paralympic Committee (“USOPC”),
formerly known as the United States Olympic Committee (“USOC”), describing the cooperation of these
parties to deliver the 2028 Games; and

WHEREAS, on September 13, 2017, the International Olympic Committee (“IOC”’) awarded the
2028 Games to LA 2028 and the City of Los Angeles, and accordingly, the IOC, USOPC, and the City
entered into the Host City Contract 2028 (“Host City Contract”, consisting of the Host City Contract —
Principles and its annexes, in particular the Host City Contract — Operational Requirements); and

WHEREAS, among other things, the 2017 MOU provided that if the City and LA 2028 were
awarded the opportunity to host the 2028 Olympic and Paralympic Games (“2028 Games”), matters
pertaining to the relationship between the City and the OCOG would be memorialized in a definitive “Los
Angeles 2028 Games Agreement” (“Games Agreement”) between the City and LA 2028, which would
include terms and provisions for LA 2028’s support for a City youth sports partnership aimed at
significantly enhancing the opportunities for the City’s youth to access City sport programming; and

WHEREAS, selection of a Host City for the 2028 Games provides an additional four years of
OCOG operations and revenue-generation capacity also provide the Parties - with the support of the IOC -

a significant opportunity to enhance access to City youth sports programming in the years leading up to
the 2028 Games; and

WHEREAS, LA 2028 was subsequently joined to the Host City Contract by execution of that
certain Joinder Agreement dated September 12, 2018; and

WHEREAS, in 2018, in advance of the completion of the Games Agreement and this YSP
Agreement, RAP and the Los Angeles Parks Foundation, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation
(“LAPF”), collectively requested funding up to one million, three hundred ten thousand dollars
($1,310,000) from LA 2028 in support of the City’s 2018 SWIMLA youth aquatic program, with the
express understanding that the expended amount would be credited toward the Youth Sport Commitment
(defined below); and
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WHEREAS, in 2018, RAP successfully doubled the enrollment in SWIMLA from 18,193 in
2017 to 36,073 in 2018; and

WHEREAS, in June 2019, RAP and LAPF collectively requested funding from LA 2028 in the
amount of one million, four hundred and fifty-seven thousand, nine hundred fifty-five dollars
($1,457,955) to support the City’s 2019 SWIMLA youth aquatic program and its goal of further
expanding enrollment in SWIMLA from 36,073 to 40,000; and

WHEREAS, substantially concurrently herewith, and subject to the approval of the IOC and all
other necessary parties, the City and LA 2028 shall enter into the Games Agreement, which establishes
that the terms and provisions pertaining to the Youth Sport Commitment shall be set forth in this YSP
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, this YSP Agreement — consistent with Section 7.2 of the Host City Contract
Principles, which provides for a cash portion of the IOC’s contribution to be used by LA 2028 to support
projects related to the development of youth and sport-oriented activities to be carried out in the Host City
to increase youth sports participation prior to the 2028 Games — structures LA 2028’s commitment to
invest $160 million in cash to increase youth sports participation according to terms that provide funding
certainty and programmatic discretion for the City (“Youth Sport Commitment”); and

WHEREAS, LA 2028 desires to provide funding to directly support youth participation in
quality City youth sport programming in satisfaction of the Youth Sport Commitment; and

WHEREAS, LA 2028 desires to partner with the City to significantly enhance access to sport for
the City’s youth up to and through the 2028 Games by removing barriers to participation, on the terms
and conditions set forth in this YSP Agreement (“2028 Youth Sports Partnership”); and

WHEREAS, addressing barriers to participation include considerations to achieve gender equity,
promote inclusive programming for all abilities, and increase access and opportunity for all young people
to ensure enduring benefits for all communities in the City of Los Angeles; and

WHEREAS, a 2028 Youth Sports Partnership between the City and LA 2028 shall commence
upon execution of this YSP Agreement and continue through the 2028 Games, and shall satisfy LA
2028’s Youth Sport Commitment, provided that any prior grants provided by LA 2028 to RAP and/or
LAPF through the 2018 SWIMLA Grant Agreement and the 2019 SWIMLA Grant Agreement shall be
credited toward the Youth Sport Commitment; and

WHEREAS, the terms of the 2028 Youth Sport Partnership have been developed in collaboration
with the City and with the approval of the IOC, and are ultimately memorialized in this YSP Agreement;
and

WHEREAS, the City, through RAP, and LA 2028 are entering into this YSP Agreement to
memorialize the terms relating to the implementation of the 2028 Youth Sport Partnership, including the
material terms to which any grant funds provided hereunder would be subject (each a “YSP Project
Plan™).

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to be derived by the Parties, and
of the promises contained in this YSP Agreement, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

Section 1. Recitals. The recitals set forth above are fully incorporated into this YSP Agreement.



Section 2. Purpose. The purpose of this YSP Agreement is to set forth certain material terms of the
relationship between RAP and LA 2028 that shall be memorialized, implemented, and maintained during
the Agreement Term (defined below) with respect to the 2028 Youth Sports Partnership.

Section 3. Cooperation. Pursuant to the terms of the Games Agreement, the Parties shall cooperate
with one another in good faith to negotiate, obtain all necessary approvals for, and enter into agreements
related to the 2028 Youth Sports Partnership during the Term, including the YSP Project Plan as
described herein.

Section 4. Voluntary. This YSP Agreement is voluntarily entered into for the purpose set forth in
Section 2 above.

Section 5. YSP Agreement Term. Subject to IOC approval, this YSP Agreement shall become
effective on the date of the last signature set forth below by the Parties, and shall remain in effect through
September 1, 2028, unless terminated earlier in accordance with Section 14 of this YSP Agreement (the
“Agreement Term”), or extended through Amendment as stated in Section 17(d) herein.

Section 6. Definitions. Capitalized terms used herein but not otherwise defined shall have the
meanings ascribed to them below.

(a) “Activities” shall mean all Youth sports-related activities carried out according to the
approved annual YSP Project Plan or subsequent amended plan for that year.

(b) “Adaptive Sport” shall mean recreational, fitness, or sport Activities that are inclusive of
persons with disabilities.

(©) “Applicable Law” shall mean all applicable local, state and federal laws, regulations,
Orders, and other governmental actions.

(d) “Departmental Standards” or “RAP Standards” shall mean RAP’s standards and criteria
set forth in Exhibit A, including standards and criteria regarding site safety, maintenance,
coach training, and Safe Sport.

(e) “Class” shall mean any Youth fitness class provided by RAP or other RAP Partner
Provider, at a Recreation Center or other such facilities where Activities occur, which
shall each meet the Quality Youth Sports Criteria and be described in a YSP Project Plan.

) “Direct Costs” shall mean those costs incurred by the Grantee of the type described in
Exhibit B, and reimbursable at the rates set forth in Exhibit B, subject to the terms and
conditions of this YSP Agreement. In no case shall Direct Costs include any cost where
the payment of which would violate any Applicable Law or otherwise constitute a breach
of this YSP Agreement. Upon mutual agreement by the Parties, Direct Costs may be
adjusted over time based on actual costs to RAP or RAP Partner Provider, allowing for
increased costs for activities to meet RAP Standards, consistent with meeting Quality
Youth Sports Criteria defined herein.

(2) “Eligible Participant” shall mean: (i) any Youth enrolled and participating in a League or
Class offered at a Pre-Qualified Recreation Center; or (ii) any Youth enrolled and
participating in a League or Class at any Recreation Center in Los Angeles, which is not
a Pre-Qualified Recreation Center (or other such sports facility as set forth in a YSP
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Project Plan approved by LA 2028 and by City Council), and whose family demonstrates
financial need through submission of a Fee Waiver to RAP; or (iii) any Youth enrolled in
and participating in a League or Class provided by RAP Partner Providers at either a Pre-
Qualified Recreation Center or pursuant to a Fee Waiver.

“Enrollment Practices” shall mean the systems, procedures, language, and culturally
appropriate practices adopted by RAP from time to time and as described in Exhibit C,
which are designed to (i) facilitate public awareness of the Quality Youth Sports offered
at Recreation Centers or other such facilities where Activities occur, (ii) facilitate or
simplify in-person and online registration, and (iii) encourage feedback, provided that
there is no additional resource impact or fee to RAP or the end-user.

“Fee Waiver” shall mean the self-certification form by which financial need shall be
assessed, in substantially the same form as Exhibit D attached hereto. Each Fee Waiver
shall include certification that the Youth participant is eligible to receive and/or receives
a free or reduced lunch at the public or private school attended by such Youth (which
school shall be identified on Fee Waiver).

“Grantee” shall mean the City acting through RAP pursuant to the terms and conditions
of this YSP Agreement.

“League” shall mean any Youth sport league provided by RAP or other RAP Partner
Provider, at a Recreation Center or other such facilities where Activities occur, which
meet the Quality Youth Sports Criteria and is described in a YSP Project Plan approved
by LA 2028.

“Orders” shall mean the provisions of the City’s charter, ordinances, and rules; laws and
regulations; and any orders, writs, judgments, decrees, determinations, or awards to
which the City or RAP is a party.

“Pre-Qualified Recreation Center” shall mean those Recreation Centers located in
neighborhoods where the median household income is under $70,000 within a half-mile
radius, in accordance with the California State Parks Community Fact Finder. Pre-
Qualified Recreation Centers will be identified in the annual YSP Project Plan and
selection will prioritize sites where increased investments promote equitable access to
sports and fitness opportunities. Subject to mutual agreement by the Parties, the Parties
may adjust or re-classify how Pre-Qualified Recreation Centers are pre-qualified in order
to increase participant access or to adjust for capacity, provided that LA28 shall provide
the IOC with notice prior to any such adjustments or reclassifications.

“Program Year” shall mean (i) the period commencing upon the Effective Date of the
YSP Agreement through June 30, 2020 for the first Fiscal Year of the Agreement Term;
(i1) any subsequent twelve-month period from July 1 through June 30 thereafter during
the Agreement Term; or (iii) the period commencing July 1, 2028 and concluding
September 1, 2028 for the final Fiscal Year of the Agreement Term.

“Quality Youth Sports” shall mean City approved Classes, Leagues, and Signature Youth
Sport Programs, which meet or exceed the Quality Youth Sports Criteria, offered by RAP
and RAP Partner Providers.
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“Quality Youth Sports Criteria” shall mean the RAP Standards with respect to site safety,
maintenance, coach training, and Safe Sport (as specified in Exhibit A); and Enrollment
Practices for participants (on-line or in person and as specified in Exhibit C).

“RAP Partner Provider” shall mean third-party sport and fitness program providers that
are selected by RAP to enhance, complement, or otherwise provide City Leagues,
Classes, and Signature Youth Sport Programs. The Parties agree that RAP Partner
Providers must comply with the requirements in this YSP Agreement unless otherwise
specified.

“Recreation Center” shall mean any and all of the one hundred twenty-three (123)
recreation centers currently managed by RAP in the City, as well as any new centers that
may be developed or added to the Department during the Agreement Term.

“Safe Sport” shall mean RAP’s implementation of the education and response
recommendations developed with, and approved by, the U.S. Center for SafeSport to
protect athletes from emotional, physical, and sexual misconduct by informing and
training participants, parents and guardians of participants, coaches, officials, volunteers,
and staff related to youth sports programs and establishing an effective response and
resolution mechanism.

“Seasonal Sports Schedule” shall mean the combined schedule of Leagues and Classes
provided at Recreation Centers by RAP or other RAP Partner Provider identified in a
YSP Project Plan approved by LA 2028. The Seasonal Sports Schedule shall be divided
into four program seasons consisting of fall, winter, spring, and summer seasons.

“Special Fund” shall mean the Youth Sports Program Fund that is created and established
within the City’s Treasury for the receipt, retention, and disbursement of funding
received by the City pursuant to this YSP Agreement.

“Signature Youth Sports Program” shall mean any new or substantially reorganized RAP
offering of sport or Adaptive Sport for Youth, including offerings delivered in
conjunction with a RAP Partner Provider, which shall meet the Quality Youth Sports
Criteria and be described in a YSP Project Plan.

“Start-Up Costs” shall mean the costs associated with creating or substantially
reorganizing Youth and sport-oriented programs.

“Trained Coaches” shall mean each sports instructor or coach of Activities, whether paid
or volunteer, who is certified in accordance with Exhibit A.

“Youth” shall mean an individual who is under the age of eighteen (18) on the first day of
the League, Class, or other such Activity identified in an approved YSP Project Plan.

“YSP Project Plan” shall mean the annual written project plan which shall be submitted
by the City to LA 2028 to approve or reject each year as set forth in Section 9(b) during
the term of this YSP Agreement, and which shall meet the terms of this YSP Agreement,
including specifications mutually agreed upon by the Parties for fund allocations by
LA2028. Within 30 days of a YSP Project Plan’s approval, LA 2028 shall provide notice
to the IOC of such YSP Project Plan’s approval and content.
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Section 7. Roles and Responsibilities.

(a) LA 2028 Availability of Grant Funds. During the term of this YSP Agreement, LA 2028
shall make available $160,000,000 to the City, less the SWIMLA Grants expended in 2018 and 2019, as
recited above, to be paid for YSP Project Plan Grants (“Grant Funds”) on the terms and conditions set
forth in Section 8 below.

(b) RAP Provision of Quality Youth Sports. During the Agreement Term:

(1)  RAP shall provide Leagues and Classes at all Recreation Centers within the City,
subject to availability, capacity, maintenance needs, or infrastructure conditions at
each Recreation Center;

(ii)) RAP shall offer Leagues across all Recreation Centers within the City following
the Citywide Seasonal Sports Schedule (subject to availability, capacity,
maintenance needs, or infrastructure conditions at each Recreation Center);

(iii) RAP shall develop, implement and maintain Enrollment Practices designed to
encourage and maximize broad-based youth participation in RAP offerings; and

(iv) RAP shall maintain each Recreation Center and YSP Sport offering in accordance
with RAP Standards.

Section 8. Grant Funds.

(a) Available Funding. Subject to adjustments set forth in this Section 8, for each Fiscal Year
throughout the Agreement Term, LA 2028 shall make available $19,200,000 (see Exhibit E) to fund the
YSP in accordance with a disbursement request amount included in the annual YSP Project Plan for that
Fiscal Year.

(b) Funding Schedule. LA 2028 shall provide funding on a quarterly basis, consistent with a
disbursement request included in any annual YSP Project Plan that has been approved by LA 2028, and
the City shall deposit such funding into the Special Fund dedicated to YSP. Notwithstanding anything
herein to the contrary, if any funds from the prior fiscal year are unencumbered in the Special Fund
account, LA 2028 may reduce the annual funding amount by the amount of unencumbered funds to offset
the Special Fund balance.

(©) Credit towards LA 2028 Youth Sports Commitment. Each quarterly payment shall be
credited towards the total LA 2028 Youth Sports Commitment.

(d) Funding for Direct Costs. Unless otherwise provided in this YSP Agreement, the City
may use Grant Funds available for each Fiscal Year to offset the Direct Costs in accordance with the
City’s YSP Project Plan for a given Fiscal Year as specified in Exhibit B. Subject to the terms and
conditions of this YSP Agreement, the City may also use Grant Funds for Direct Costs related to
Signature Youth Sports Programs described in a LA 2028 approved YSP Project Plan for a given Fiscal
Year. The Parties acknowledge and agree that the majority of any year’s Grant Funds shall be reserved for
use by RAP to offset Direct Costs of participation in Quality Youth Sport Leagues and Classes, and the
City shall target 20% of the Grant Funds available for a given Fiscal Year for Direct Costs related to
Signature Youth Sports Programs described in Section 6(v); provided that the Parties acknowledge that if




the proposed Signature Youth Sports Programs for a given year includes new or substantially reorganized
RAP offering of Adaptive Sport for Youth then higher Direct Costs associated with such new offering(s)
of Adaptive Sport for Youth may cause the City to exceed the 20% target.

(e) Funding for Other Costs. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the City may
use up to 4% of total Grant Funds, six million four hundred thousand dollars ($6,400,000) to recoup or
otherwise cover expenses that are consistent with the Parties’ shared goal to increase the number of City
youth participating in sport and fitness programs but do not qualify as Direct Costs, including but not
limited to community engagement and outreach, program Start-Up costs, Safe Sport, marketing, program
branding, and reporting requirements (“Other Costs). The City shall have broad discretion and unilateral
control over how these funds are expended to support the above stated goals, as described in the YSP
Project Plan for any given Fiscal Year. LA 2028 shall pay the City the Other Costs in quarterly payments
as necessary to support each approved YSP Project Plan. Other Costs may vary from year to year,
however the total amount available for Other Costs over the term of the YSP Agreement shall not exceed
$6,400,000. These Grant Funds for Other Costs shall be credited towards LA 2028’s total commitment
for YSP.

® Identified Unrequested Funds. For the avoidance of doubt, to the extent funds are
identified and made available by LA 2028 pursuant to Section 8(a), but not requested by the City and
funded by LA 2028 pursuant to an approved YSP Project Plan (the “Identified Unrequested Funds”), such
Identified Unrequested Funds shall not be deemed credited towards the total LA 2028 Youth Sports
Commitment in accordance with Section 8(c¢) until such time as the Identified Unrequested Funds are
requested and funded in accordance with the terms of this YSP Agreement. Notwithstanding anything to
the contrary contained herein, to the extent in any given year there are Identified Unrequested Funds, such
funds shall remain available for request by the City in accordance with the terms of this YSP Agreement
in any subsequent year until funded, provided, commencing with the fourth annual YSP Project Plan,
such subsequent YSP Project Plan requests shall not exceed the greater of (x) $30 million and (y) the sum
of the annual available funding pursuant to Section 8(a) plus any remaining Identified Unrequested Funds
from prior years that have not been the subject of a prior YSP Project Plan request.

(2) Prior and Current Year Grants. For Fiscal Year 2019-2020, the available Grant Funds
will be reduced by the total sum of any prior and current year grants received from LA 2028, which is
calculated as: (A) funding provided by LA 2028 under the terms of the 2018 SWIMLA Grant, plus (B)
the actual amount to be funded by LA 2028 under the terms of the 2019 SWIMLA Grant. The sum of
prior and current grant amounts received from LA 2028 shall be credited toward the total funding to be
provided under the LA 2028 Youth Sports Commitment.

Section 9. YSP Project Plan.

(a) Requirements. The City shall have broad programmatic discretion over youth sports
programs and activities to be provided under a YSP Project Plan for any given Fiscal Year, provided that
the youth sport programs and activities meet LA 2028’s requirements as set forth below:

(1) Approval by the City Council. Each YSP Project Plan shall specify the Seasonal
Sports Schedule and Signature Youth Sports Programs for which Grant Funds are
being requested. The City’s YSP Project Plan for each Fiscal Year must obtain the
City Council’s approval.

(i1) Preference for Olympic and Adaptive Sports. Subject to the terms and conditions
of this YSP Agreement, the City may use Grant Funds available for a given Fiscal
Year to establish, operate, and otherwise provide youth sport programs and
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activities that are neither Olympic nor adaptive sports. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, for proposed Signature Youth Sports Programs, the City shall (i) make
best efforts to include Olympic and adaptive sports that are anticipated to be part of
the 2020, 2024, or 2028 Olympic and Paralympic Games sports program and (ii)
shall work in good faith on proposed Signature Youth Sports Programs with any
National Governing Board NGB (NGB) that seeks to develop and promote with the
City Olympic and Paralympic sports.

Tracking Participants. The City shall track a yearly increase in the number of
Eligible Participants resulting from the use of Grant Funds. The City shall use the
2018-2019 participation counts provided by RAP as a baseline figure to serve as a
starting point for measurement purposes (provided in Exhibit F).

Safety. The safety of the YSP participants is the Parties’ highest priority. No later
than one year from the date of this YSP Agreement’s execution, the City shall
provide the Safe Sport program in connection with all Activities by RAP and any
RAP Partner Providers through the term of this agreement, provided, however, that
the U.S. Center for SafeSport has worked with the City in good faith, and in a
timely manner, on the development and approval of the program.

Submittal Process.

Timeline for Submission of Annual Requests for YSP Funds. No later than January
31, 2020 with respect to Fiscal Years 2019-2020 and 2020-2021, and no later than
October 1 of each subsequent calendar year during the Agreement Term through
October 1, 2027, RAP may submit to LA 2028 YSP Project Plans which have all
elements of the YSP Project Plan and satisfy all of the requirements of this YSP
Agreement.

Timeline to Approve or Reject Annual YSP Project Plan Requests. With respect to
Y SP Project Plans submitted in accordance with Section 9(b)(i) above, LA 2028
shall approve or reject YSP Project Plans for Fiscal Years 2019-2020 and 2020-
2021 within 14 days of receipt, and thereafter by November 1st of each full
calendar year during the Term (or within 30 days of receipt if RAP has submitted a
Y SP Project Plan prior to October 1). If rejected, the City shall have an opportunity
to amend and resubmit the YSP Project Plans within four (4) weeks of receiving a
rejection notice from LA 2028 pursuant to Section 17(a). LA 2028 shall approve or
reject the amended YSP Project Plans within ten (10) calendar days of receipt.

Grant Request Requirements. RAP shall submit all of the following items for
approval by LA 2028 in connection with each annual YSP Project Plan:

The proposed annual YSP Project Plan, in a form mutually agreed upon by the
Parties.

A proposed Seasonal Sports Schedule in substantially the form attached hereto as
Exhibit G, provided that: (i) the Seasonal Sports Schedule shall reflect Leagues
and Classes; and (ii) Leagues are offered at Recreation Centers throughout the City
(subject to Section 7(b)(ii)).

A proposed request for disbursement of YSP Funds to cover the Direct Costs for
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each season described in the Seasonal Sports Schedule (“Seasonal Advance
Funding”) associated with the reasonably anticipated enrollment of Eligible
Participants for each season, which enrollment figures shall be reasonably
determined by RAP acting in good faith and informed by past enrollment figures
(“Anticipated Enrollment”). Each request for Seasonal Advance Funding shall
include the payment schedule of requests for Seasonal Advance Funding in the
annual YSP Project Plan.

The amount of Seasonal Advance Funding for each season shall be the sum of (x)
the Anticipated Enrollment for such season at each Recreation Center multiplied by
$180 for Leagues, (y) the Anticipated Enrollment for such season at each
Recreation Center multiplied by $80 for Classes, and (z) the unit costs for aquatic
classes and aquatic leagues (the “Aquatic Costs”). The Aquatic Costs have not yet
been defined, but the Parties agree (i) to work together in good faith to define the
Aquatic Costs and (ii) that the City may submit the Aquatic Costs as a part of the
Signature Youth Sports Program, for a given Fiscal Year in the YSP Project Plan
for that Fiscal Year.

A compliance certificate executed by the General Manager of RAP, or their
designee, certifying the following matters have been met through reasonable efforts
and substantially demonstrate compliance, including:

1. This YSP Project Plan does constitute a legal, valid and binding
obligation of RAP;

2. The representations and warranties set forth in the compliance certificate
are true and correct as of the date of certification and will be true and
correct for the duration of the Program Year;

3. RAP has not, and shall not, collect more than $10 from each Eligible
Participant directly for participation in any of the Activities described in
the Project Plan. By mutual approval of the parties, this fee may be
adjusted over time based on actual costs to RAP or RAP Partner
Providers, allowing for increased costs for activities to meet RAP
Standards, consistent with meeting Quality Youth Sports Criteria;

4. The YSP Project Plan complies with all requirements of the YSP
Agreement;

5. RAP has not entered into, and shall not enter into, any agreement,
understanding or arrangement which would grant commercial
sponsorship, affiliation or other identification rights of any kind or
description with respect to the 2028 Games, LA 2028, the USOPC, the
10C, to any supplier of goods or services or to any other person or entity;

6. RAP does not and shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color,
national origin, age, sex, sexual orientation, marital status, creed,
religion, citizenship, ancestry or political affiliation; and



7. No audit, investigation, proceeding or other inquiry known to RAP as of
the even date herewith is pending by the Internal Revenue Service, the
Franchise Tax Board or the Attorney General of any state with respect to
RAP.

(iv)  Quality Sport Program Certification. No later than one month prior to the
commencement of any Program Year, RAP shall submit a certificate of compliance
(““Quality Sport Program Certification”), certifying that all sports programming for
Youth described in the YSP Project Plan meets Quality Youth Sports Criteria as of
the date of certification, and will continue to meet Quality Youth Sports Criteria
during the Program Year.

(v)  Third Parties. Subject to the requirements set forth in this YSP Agreement, RAP
may subcontract with RAP Partner Providers; provided that such RAP Partner
Providers are referenced in the relevant YSP Project Plan.

Section 10. Requirements for the Expenditure of Grant Funds.

(a) All Grant Funds are to be expended solely for the purposes, activities, items, contractors
(if any), and estimated amounts outlined in the respective YSP Project Plan approved by LA 2028.

(b) All Grant Funds must be expended for public purposes.

(©) The Grantee shall act in accordance with the fiduciary duty attached to the receipt and
expenditure of Grant Funds intended to benefit the public. Consistent with that fiduciary duty and the
public trust from which it flows, the Grantee shall ensure the proper expenditure at all levels of all Grant
Funds pursuant to this YSP Agreement. All expenditures shall be the result of arm’s length transactions
and not the result of, or motivated by, self-dealing on the part of the Grantee or LA 2028, or any
employee or agent of the Grantee or LA 2028. The Grantee shall not offer or provide money, the promise
of advantage, or other things of value directly or indirectly to anyone in order to unlawfully influence any
decision or action relating to a YSP Project Plan, the Grantee, or LA 2028.

(d) In addition to the limitations set forth above, Grant Funds may never be used:

(1)  To support a political campaign, party, or candidate for public office, or to
influence the outcome of any specific public election, or to carry on, directly or
indirectly, any voter registration drive;

(ii))  To support or attempt to influence any government legislation, or carry on
propaganda, within the meaning of Section 4945(d)(1) of the Internal Revenue
Code;

(ii1) In violation of, or in support of activities violating, Applicable Law;

(iv) To make a sub-grant which does not comply with Section 4945(d)(3) or (4), or
for purposes other than those specified in Section 170(c)(2), of the Internal
Revenue Code (26 U.S.C. §§1 et seq.); and

(v)  To undertake any activity for any purpose other than one specified in Section
170(c)(2)(B) of the Internal Revenue Code.
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Section 11. Insurance, Risk Management.

(a) The City agrees that no later than the Effective Date and for the duration of this
YSP Agreement, and for such period after during which claims may reasonably be expected and in
accordance with the applicable statute of limitations, on behalf of itself and any RAP Partner Providers,
contractors or subcontractors, the City shall self-insure against all risks and any potential errors or
omissions with respect to the Quality Youth Sports, Activities, facilities (including Recreation Centers
and any third party facilities where Activities may occur), or the activities of the City, its employees, or
any RAP Partner Providers, contractors or subcontractors. This YSP Agreement will serve as evidence of
such self-insurance.

(b) The City shall waive its right to recover damages against LA 2028 or any of its
officers, directors or employees for any loss, damage or liability against which the City has agreed to self-
insure under Section 11(a).

Section 12. Reconciliation.

(a) Reconciliation Requirements. Commencing July 1, 2020 and at the end of each Fiscal
Year thereafter, RAP shall certify actual expenditures in accordance with Section 12(b) below, actual
participation rate calculated in accordance with Section 12(c) below, no supplantation in accordance with
Section 12(d) below, qualification of participants, and compliance with this YSP Agreement, with respect
to each YSP Activity, as compared to the YSP Project Plan. The City Administrative Officer (“CAQ”), or
their designated representative, shall validate such certification no later than September 1 (i.e., no later
than sixty (60) days following the conclusion of the Fiscal Year) in accordance with a form or process
mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

(b) Actual Expenditures. RAP shall calculate the actual amount expended or encumbered at
each Recreation Center using Grant Funds for each category of Direct Costs specified in Exhibit B, as
well as all other Direct Costs and Other Costs expended by RAP under the YSP Project Plan at each
Recreation Center, and shall include the calculation of such actual expenditures or encumbrances in the
certification provided for in Section 12(a). For Direct Costs and Other Costs expended or encumbered by
RAP that are not included in any Recreation Center, RAP shall also include the calculation of such actual
expenditures or encumbrances in the certification provided for in Section 12(a).

(©) Actual Participation Rate. The actual participation rate of Eligible Participants will be
calculated by: (i) confirming the correct classification of Eligible Participants; and (ii) adding (x) the
number of Eligible Participants enrolled in each League and Class at one of the Pre-Qualified Recreation
Centers, and (y) the number of Eligible Participants enrolled in the Leagues and Classes set forth in a
YSP Project Plan at the remaining Recreation Centers identified in the YSP Project Plan who completed
and submitted an approved Fee Waiver.

(d) No Supplantation. RAP shall use best efforts to maintain existing funding that RAP and
third-party grantors have provided to each Recreation Center to support access to youth sport throughout
the entire period of this YSP Agreement and agrees that Grant Funds shall be used to supplement, not
supplant, any existing baseline funding. RAP shall provide RAP's FY 2019-2020 approved budget and all
subsequent annually approved RAP budgets during the Term. As part of the reconciliation process
pursuant to Section 12(a) above, RAP shall annually provide the following calculations of baseline
funding provided to support all of RAP’s youth sport programs: 1) approximate budget allocation to
support youth sport programs by recreation center (including budgeted positions); 2) all other third-party
grantors; and 3) any other sources, included fees for service, in accordance with a form or process
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mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

(e) Excess Funds. Should the amount of Grant Funds provided by LA 2028 to RAP under
any YSP Project Plan exceed the actual expenditures provided for in Section 12(b) and incurred in the
Grant Period, the excess funds (“Excess Funds™) shall be retained in the Special Fund to be used by RAP
during the Agreement Term in connection with the subsequent LA28 approved YSP Project Plan and/or
Seasonal Advance Funding Requests.

) Remaining Funds. Notwithstanding Section 12(d), up to $10 million of (i) funding
provided by LA 2028 for the YSP which remains unspent in the final Fiscal Year of the Agreement Term
and (ii) any Identified Unrequested Funds shall be available for a YSP Project Plan for Fiscal Year 2028-
2029 and shall be credited towards LA 2028’s total commitment for the YSP, provided that the City’s use
of any remaining Grant Funds as set forth in this Section is approved by LA 2028 pursuant to the terms of
this YSP Agreement. Upon the expiration or termination of this YSP Agreement, any Identified
Unrequested Funds and Excess Funds (the “Remaining Funds™) shall be transferred to LA 2028’s lawful
successor entity that will distribute the Remaining Funds to the RAP programs that are designed to
promote youth sports in the City.

Section 13. Transparency and Accountability.

(a) Annual Report. By September 30 of each year of the Agreement Term (including any
extension of the YSP for Fiscal Year 2028-2029 in accordance with Section 12(f) above), the City shall
annually make a report of the prior Program Year available to the public (the “Annual Report™). The
Annual Report shall include the following information: (1) The City’s account for its use of Grant Funds
in the prior Program Year as provided for in Section 12(b); and (2) a key-performance-indicators
(“KPIs”) section with a specific focus on determining whether the objective of increasing access to and
participation in youth sport programming was successful under the annual YSP Project Plan as evidenced
by providing data on the KPIs included in Exhibit H. If the Annual Report does not specify the
methodology used by the City to measure achievement of KPIs, the City shall separately provide such
information to LA 2028. The Parties agree that in no event shall the City rely on an auditor to prepare any
Annual Report that is then also contracted to provide auditing or accounting services to LA 2028.

(b) Quality Assurance. RAP has identified certain internal mechanisms to ensure RAP
compliance with its safety and maintenance practices, described in further detail in Exhibit | (“Internal
QA Function”). During the Term, RAP shall maintain compliance with all RAP Standards and YSP
Project Plan Requirements. The Internal QA Function shall regularly monitor RAP’s compliance with all
RAP Standards and YSP Project Plan Requirements.

(©) Books and Records. Grantee shall maintain complete, accurate, and current operating
and financial books, records, and related documentation with respect to all Activities which are the
subject of Grant Requests during the Term or the performance of this YSP Agreement. During the Term
and for five (5) years thereafter, LA 2028 (and following its dissolution, the IOC) shall have the right to
inspect, review, and copy Grantee’s books, records, and other documents for purposes of verifying actual
participation levels incurred in delivering Activities and general compliance with any other terms of this
YSP Agreement or any YSP Project Plan at any time, at LA 2028’s/the IOC’s sole discretion. All costs of
performing such inspection or audit shall be borne by LA 2028/the IOC, and exclude the use of any Grant
Funds to do so.

(d) LA 2028 Reports. RAP acknowledges that LA 2028 is required to appear quarterly
and/or upon request before the City Council to provide a briefing on, inter alia, LA 2028’s support for
youth sport programs increasing access to sport for City youth. LA 2028 may submit its annual report
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articulating support for such programs, as part of its reporting requirement to the City as set forth in the
2017 MOU. Additionally, LA 2028 has reporting requirements to its Board of Directors and to the IOC
regarding the same. RAP agrees to cooperate fully and timely with any reasonable LA 2028 requests for
data and information reasonably necessary for LA 2028 to fulfill such requirements. RAP further
acknowledges that LA 2028 may share any publicly available data or information provided under this
YSP Agreement with its accountants, attorneys, advisors, representatives, agents, and affiliates and other
third parties (including without limitation the [OC and International Paralympic Committee).
Notwithstanding the foregoing, no data or information may be shared that can be used to distinguish or
trace an individual’s identity, either alone or when combined with other information that is linked or
linkable to a specific individual, unless the data or information has been anonymized in a manner
sufficient to ensure that the data or information is not capable of re-identification with the specific
individual.

Section 14. Termination. This YSP Agreement shall automatically terminate upon the occurrence of
any of the following events: (i) upon the expiration of the Agreement Term; (ii) the termination of the
Host City Contract; or (iii) the express written agreement of each of the parties hereto to terminate this
YSP Agreement.

Section 15. Survival. Section 12(e) and Sections 16 and 17 shall survive the Agreement Term or
termination of this YSP Agreement.

Section 16. Dispute Resolution. Any dispute involving this YSP Agreement or any YSP Project
Plan will be resolved in accordance with the procedures specified in Exhibit J attached hereto.

Section 17. General Provisions.

(a) Notices. Any notices or reports relating to this YSP Agreement, and any request,
demand, statement, or other communication required or permitted hereunder, shall be in writing and shall
be delivered to the Parties at their respective addresses set forth in Exhibit K. Each Party shall promptly
notify every other Party of any change of contact information, including personnel changes, provided in
Exhibit K. Written notice shall include notice delivered via email or facsimile. A notice shall be deemed
to have been received on: (i) the date of delivery, if delivered by hand during regular business hours, or
by confirmed facsimile or by email; or (ii) on the third (3rd) business day following mailing by registered
or certified mail, return receipt requested, to the addresses set forth in Exhibit K.

(b) Relationship of Parties. The Parties are and shall remain at all times, as to each other,
wholly independent entities. No Party shall have power to incur any debt, obligation, or liability on behalf
of another Party unless expressly provided to the contrary by this YSP Agreement. No employee, agent,
or officer of a Party shall be deemed for any purpose whatsoever to be an agent, employee, or officer of
another Party.

(©) Assignment. No Party may assign any of its rights or delegate any of its obligations
hereunder without the prior written consent of the other Party. This shall be binding upon and inure solely
to the benefit of each Party and its successors and permitted assigns, and nothing in this YSP Agreement,
express or implied, is intended to or shall confer upon any other person any rights, benefits, or remedies
of any nature whatsoever under or by reason of this YSP Agreement.

(d) Amendment; Waiver. Subject to written approval by the IOC, the terms and provisions
of this YSP Agreement shall be binding upon the Parties and may not be amended, modified, or waived,
except by an instrument in writing signed by each of the Parties and approved by the IOC. Waiver by any
Party to this YSP Agreement of any term, condition, or covenant of this YSP Agreement shall not
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constitute a waiver of any other term, condition, or covenant. Waiver by any Party of any breach or
violation of any of the provisions of this YSP Agreement shall not constitute a waiver of any breach or
violation of any other provision of this YSP Agreement, nor a waiver of any subsequent breach or
violation of any provision of this YSP Agreement.

(e) Indemnification. City shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless LA 2028 and its board,
officers, agents, affiliates, employees, assigns, and successors in interest from and against all lawsuits and
causes of action, claims, losses, demands, and expenses, including, but not limited to, damages, or
liability of any nature whatsoever, for death or injury to any person, or damages or destruction of any
property of any third parties, or arising in any manner out of or incident to the preparation, arranging,
performance, or sponsoring of this YSP Agreement, by reason of an act, error, or omission by RAP,
and/or of its commission, officers, agents, employees, assigns, and successors in interest. The rights and
remedies provided in this Section shall not be exclusive, and are in addition to any other rights and
remedies provided by law or under this YSP Agreement. This provision will survive expiration or
termination of this YSP Agreement.

) Entire Agreement. This YSP Agreement constitutes the entire agreement among the
Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior or contemporaneous agreements,
whether written or oral, with respect thereto, provided that nothing in this YSP Agreement shall be
deemed to supersede or otherwise modify all or any terms of the following: (i) the Games Agreement and
any exhibits attached thereto; and (ii) the Host City Contract, any joinders to the Host City Contract, and
any exhibits attached thereto.

(2) Non-Recourse. No obligation of LA 2028 or the City under this YSP Agreement
constitutes an obligation of, and no recourse, claims, actions, rights to sue, or other remedies shall be had
against, any trustee, director, officer, employee, volunteer, agent, consultant, member, attorney,
representative, or independent contractor of LA 2028, or the City for any obligations arising out of this
YSP Agreement. No trustee, director, officer, employee, volunteer, agent, consultant, member, attorney,
representative, or independent contractor of LA 2028, or the City, shall have any personal liability or
obligation for any act or omission of LA 2028 or the City, whether arising out of this YSP Agreement or
otherwise in connection with any of the transactions contemplated hereby or thereby or any other matter
related to the 2028 Games.

(h) Disclaimer. It is expressly understood by the Parties that no director, member, officer,
employee, or other representative of any of the Parties shall incur any financial responsibility or liability
of any kind or nature whatsoever in connection with this YSP Agreement, or any amendment and/or
subsequent agreement regarding the subject matter hereof. LA 2028 shall have no liability for any debts,
liabilities, deficits, or cost overruns of the Grantee. The Parties agree that the liability of LA 2028
hereunder shall be limited to the payment of this Grant pursuant to the terms and conditions of this YSP
Agreement. Any contracts entered into or other obligations or liabilities incurred by the Grantee in
connection with any Activities or otherwise relating to this YSP Agreement, or any YSP Project Plan
provided pursuant to the terms of this YSP Agreement, shall be the sole responsibility of such Party, and
LA 2028 shall have no obligation or liability whatsoever thereunder or with respect thereto. In no case
shall LA 2028 be liable to the Grantee or any third party for consequential damages.

) No Third-Party Beneficiary. Except as expressly provided in Section 17(k), “IOC
Approval,” and Section 17(m), “Recovery Solely Against LA 2028,” no third-party is intended to be, or
shall be deemed to be a beneficiary of any provision of this YSP Agreement.

) Information and Knowledge Management. The Parties acknowledge Section 29.2 of the
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Host City Contract - Principles, and RAP agrees to cooperate with LA 2028 and facilitate the
implementation of appropriate policies and protocols which are compliant with Applicable Laws to
facilitate the transfer of “Games Information Knowledge and Expertise” in accordance with LA 2028’s
information knowledge strategy and policies.

(k) 10C Approval Required. The Parties acknowledge that the understandings set forth in
this YSP Agreement are subject to the written approval of the IOC and shall not be binding upon any
Party unless and until such written approval is obtained. The Parties further acknowledge that any
Section 17(c) written consent provided by a Party to allow the other Party to assign any of its rights or
delegate any of its obligations hereunder is subject to the prior written approval of the IOC and shall not
be binding upon any Party unless and until such written approval is obtained.

)] Marketing or Publicity Rights. The City will regularly consult and collaborate with LA
2028 on the brand identity and marketing of the YSP and will provide LA 2028 such information
regarding the City’s plans with respect thereto as may be reasonably required by LA 2028. The City may
not affiliate itself, or their respective staff or partners, with the United States Olympic and Paralympic
Properties, LLC (“USOPP”) or any other official Olympic and/or Paralympic organization, including the
I0C, International Paralympic Committee, USOPC, and any joint venture or similar entity with any such
party (each a “Games Entity”’) or use any marks or brands associated with the commercial properties of
any Games Entity without the prior, express, written consent of LA 2028, subject to the understanding
that any such consent may be conditioned on the City providing LA 2028 such information as may be
reasonably required by LA 2028 in order to evaluate the City’s request. LA 2028, the USOPC, and the
10C may not affiliate itself or their respective staff or partners, with the City or use any marks or brands
associated with the City without the prior, express, written consent of the City; provided, however, that
approval for the IOC to publish promotional materials relating to the Activities, or any YSP Agreement
provided hereunder, shall not to be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. Nothing in this YSP
Agreement shall be construed as giving any Party the right to advertise or publicize its affiliation or
relationship with the other Party, or represent or imply that any product or service provided has been
endorsed or approved by them, including by publishing or issuing any statement (factual or otherwise)
about LA 2028 or the City of LA, without prior written consent. Neither Party shall have a right to use
any trademarks, logos, or other intellectual property of the other without their prior, express, written
consent. LA 2028 shall obtain express written consent from City affirming parental consent or waiver
prior to publishing photos of minors. Nothing herein is intended to prevent the IOC from promoting the
importance of the YSP to the success of the 2028 Olympic and Paralympic Games or from providing
general news coverage of the YSP through the IOC’s media channels.

(m) Recovery Solely Against LA 2028. The Parties acknowledge and agree that RAP shall
have no right of recovery of any kind against USOPP, the USOPC, or the 10C, or any affiliate, director,
officer, employee, consultant, or independent contractor of any of USOPP, the USOPC, or the IOC under
this YSP Agreement, and that its sole and exclusive recourse or remedy for any claims, demands, actions,
suits, or other proceedings under this YSP Agreement shall be against the assets of LA 2028 only. Each
of USOPP, the USOC, and IOC shall be a third-party beneficiary of this Section with full rights of
enforcement thereof. This provision will survive expiration or termination of this YSP Agreement.

(n) Governing Law. This YSP Agreement has been negotiated, executed, and delivered and
will be performed in the State of California, and shall be governed by and construed in accordance with
its laws.

(o) Interpretation. References in this YSP Agreement to any gender include references to all
genders, and references to the singular include references to the plural and vice versa. Unless the context
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otherwise requires, the words “include,” “includes,” and “including” when used in this YSP Agreement
shall be deemed to be followed by the phrase, “without limitation.” Unless the context otherwise requires,
references in this YSP Agreement to Sections, Annexes, Exhibits, and Schedules shall be deemed to be
references to Sections of, and Annexes, Exhibits and Schedules to this YSP Agreement. Unless the
context otherwise requires, the words “hereof,” “hereby,” and “herein,” and words of similar meaning
when used in this YSP Agreement, refer to this YSP Agreement in its entirety and not to any particular
Section or provision of this YSP Agreement.

(p) Counterparts. This YSP Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts,
each of which shall be an original, but all of which taken together shall constitute but one and the same
instrument. This YSP Agreement is being executed in three (3) originals, each of which is deemed to be
an original.

Department Standards for Quality Youth Sports - Clean & Safe Parks

Site Safety

RAP is committed to providing safe, accessible, and well maintained parks. The rules and regulations for
all City Parks are codified in the City’s Municipal Code, governed by the RAP Board of Commissioners
and the Los Angeles City Council. Primary enforcement of all safety rules are handled by RAP’s Park
Ranger Division who collaborates closely with the Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD), Los Angeles
Fire Department (LAFD), and other appropriate government agencies to ensure parks remain safe. RAP’s
Ranger Division has developed working relationships with LAPD Senior Lead Officers and the City
Attorney’s Neighborhood Prosecutors at all 22 LAPD stations and in each of RAP’s three regional
divisions: Metro, Pacific and the Valley Shoreline.

Through this collaboration, park rangers attend a weekly crime briefing at LAPD stations to exchange
information on potential developing crime patterns or other issues that may affect safety for our patrons.
The data shared at these meetings informs the deployment of shared resources by LAPD detectives and
officers at parks across the City.

Members of the public are routinely encouraged to report safety concerns directly to Park Rangers, LAPD
or through the City’s 311 or 911 emergency operation divisions.

Maintenance

Maintenance and infrastructure care, especially lighting, plays a significant role in keeping our parks safe.
RAP continues to replace and add LED lighting at every park in the City to provide a brighter more
focused reliable light source. LED lighting is also effective in reducing required maintenance.

All Parks and facilities shall be maintained at a level free of excessive litter, debris, and graffiti.
Restrooms shall be kept clean, sanitary, and well-stocked during all park hours. All known maintenance
issues shall be addressed in a timely manner to prevent disruption or impact of any recreational program.

All members of the public are able to report maintenance concerns directly to on site park recreation staff,
maintenance crews, park ranges or through the City’s 311 system or through the Department’s on line-app

Coaches Training and Standard
Vetting for Volunteer Coaches:

All RAP volunteer coaches are currently vetted through a mandatory Volunteer Application process. A
volunteer, who is not already registered in the system, receives a Volunteer Application form; fills out the
application in person or on line at home or at the local recreation center.

RAP Human Services Division (HR) receives the on-line application and e-reminds the applicant to get
fingerprinted. The applicant must then schedule a Live Scan appointment to get fingerprinted by a
Department Live Scan technician at one of several Live Scan RAP locations. The applicant waits for
Department of Justice (DOJ) report that is sent to HR. HR reviews the report to determine if the
volunteer is cleared to volunteer. A volunteer is not authorized to coach until their fingerprint (DOJ)
clearance is received by RAP’s HR Division. DOJ actively continues to monitor volunteer’s status and
sends status changes to HR. If HR clears the volunteer, recreation staff is notified and the volunteer can
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begin coaching at the recreation center. RAP uses Volgistics, a consolidated database to keep track of
volunteer information including their clearance dates and estimated hours worked.

Coaching Training:

RAP has training standards and procedures to certify its volunteer coaches and to ensure participating
youth receive the appropriate educational, social, and physical benefits of playing sports. RAP seeks
quality candidates that pledge to live up to the responsibilities of a coach, and who will: place the
emotional and physical well-being of players ahead of a personal desire to win, ensure the sports
environment is one of fun and enjoyment, lead by example in demonstrating fair play and sportsmanship,
and instill the proper attitudes and values in all participants.

RAP staff periodically receive coaches training, at times in partnership with local coaching organizations.
Training is designed to provide common-sense messages on coaching and training today’s young athletes.
Delivery methods include sessions and clinics that provide sport specific trainings, by organizations that
teach best practices. RAP staff is provided mandatory “train the trainer” sessions by these organizations,
i.e., Coaching Corps, Positive Coaches Alliance, for staff to prepare volunteer coaches with the tools they
need to teach and demonstrate good sportsmanship and best practices in the following topics:

» Communicating with athletes and parents

= Motivating young athletes

* Dealing with “problem” athletes

= Importance of well-planned practices

= Developing your own coaching philosophy

*  Why kids play sports and why many drop-out

*  Coaches’ Code of Conduct for all RAP sport programs
= Skills Clinics

= Specific Gender Equity Guidelines

RAP staff shall ensure all coaches are trained in best coaching practices, inclusive of the Coaching
Training described herein and through the use of on-line resources such as the How to Coach Kids online
courses. RAP will include its annual training plan in each YSP Project Plan.

Safe Sport

In accordance with Section 9(a)(iv) of this YSP Agreement, the City shall provide a Safe Sport program
in connection with all Activities by RAP and any RAP Partner Providers upon the commencement of the
Safe Sport program.

Enrollment Practices

RAP’s Enrollment Practices constitute the systems, procedures, language, and culturally appropriate
practices adopted by RAP from time to time, which are designed to (i) facilitate public awareness of the
Quality Youth Sports offered at Recreation Centers or other such facilities where Activities occur, (ii)
facilitate or simplify in-person and online registration, and (iii) encourage feedback, provided that there is
no additional resource impact or fee to RAP or the end-user.

RAP’s Enrollment Practices include a citywide marketing outreach strategy to increase awareness of
enrollment opportunities and enroll as many participants as possible. RAP also employs a variety of
methods to ensure families are able to sign up for activities in advance. For example, to allow better
planning and scheduling for patrons, RAP standardized start dates and end dates for all sports and fitness
activities so they are uniform citywide.

RAP currently utilizes the tools below to increase awareness of programs.

1. Online Outreach & Registration
o LAPARKS.ORG, RAP’s main website, displays RAP events and activities in rotation to
promote whatever is currently front and center.
o All RAP activities are programmed into RecTrac, RAP’s online activity registration
system, for activity registration, online or offline.
o LAPARKS.ORG has a direct link for patrons to register online for RAP activities in
RecTrac.
o RecTrac can send email campaigns, on demand, to encourage patrons to enroll in
upcoming activities. RecTrac currently has over 100,000 patron emails.
o RecTrac email campaigns can be targeted to past participants of specific activities or a
general email to all.
o RAP Public Relations uses social media to promote RAP events and activities.
2. In-Person Registration
o Recreation staff can register patrons in person at the recreation center.
o RAP strives to use multiple languages on class and league bulletins and paperwork.
3. Community Engagement
o Periodically, RAP will solicit feedback from patrons, using platforms such as
SurveyMonkey or MailChimp.
o Recreation center staff members perform program outreach to their respective
communities.

Dispute Resolution

The Parties shall seek amicably to resolve by negotiation all disputes arising out of or in connection with
this YSP Agreement, any YSP Project Plan entered into pursuant to the terms of this YSP Agreement, or
any agreements, schedules or exhibits ancillary hereto or thereto. If, in spite of such negotiations, no
mutually agreeable resolution between the Parties is reached, then either Party may provide written notice
to the other Party, pursuant to Section 16 of the existence of such dispute (“Dispute Notice”). Any
Dispute Notice shall include a detailed description of the disputed matter, any relevant documentation and
other materials, and a detailed explanation of the position taken by the Party providing such Dispute
Notice.

Within thirty (30) days following the delivery of any Dispute Notice the chairperson or the president or
the chief executive officer of LA 2028 (“LA 2028 Executive”) (or the LA 2028 Executive’s designee) on
the one hand and the Mayor of the City (or the Mayor’s designee), and the City Council President (or the
City Council President’s designee) (collectively, the “City Representatives’) on the other shall meet in
person, without others present, to resolve the subject of such Dispute Notice; provided, however, that if
the LA 2028 Executive or the City Representatives notifies the other, pursuant to Section 17(a), that
satisfactory resolution of the subject matter of the Dispute Notice is not practicable unless the LA 2028
Executive and City Representatives meet sooner than within a thirty (30) day period, then the LA 2028
Executive and City Representatives shall each use reasonable efforts to meet within a shorter period of
time.

To the extent that any disputes that are the subject of a Dispute Notice delivered pursuant to Section 5
remain unresolved after a period of ninety (90) days following the meeting of the Executive and City
Representatives as prescribed above, then unless the Executive and City Representatives mutually agree
to an extension of the period in which to meet to resolve any dispute that is the subject of such Dispute
Notice, either Party may make a request for arbitration and, in such event, such disputed matters shall be
determined by final binding arbitration administered by the American Arbitration Association in
accordance with its Commercial Arbitration Rules. The place of arbitration shall be in Los Angeles,
California. There shall be one (1) arbitrator.

If a request for arbitration is not made prior to the tenth (10th) day following the conclusion of the ninety
(90) day period described above or within ten (10) days following such longer period as may be mutually
agreed upon, all claims of the Party who initiated the dispute resolution procedure shall be deemed
waived, notwithstanding any state or federal statute of limitations.

Each Party shall bear its own costs of arbitration, including legal fees, except that the fees for the
arbitrator and costs associated with the arbitrator shall be shared equally by the Parties; provided,
however, that any costs forming the substance of the dispute shall be borne as determined by the arbitral
award.

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First Amendment to Youth Sport Partnership Agreement

This First Amendment to Youth Sport Partnership Agreement C-136936 (this “Amendment”) is made and
entered into as of the date of the last signature set forth below, and is by and between the City of Los
Angeles, a municipal corporation (the “City”), acting by and through its Department of Recreation and
Parks (“RAP”) and the Los Angeles Organizing Committee for the Olympic and Paralympic Games 2028
(“LA28”). These entities shall be known herein collectively as the “Parties” or individually as a “Party.”
Capitalized terms used but not otherwise defined herein shall have the meanings ascribed in the Youth
Sport Partnership Agreement (as defined below).

WHEREAS, the Parties entered into that certain agreement regarding the 2028 Youth Sport
Partnership dated as of September 23, 2020 (the “Youth Sport Partnership Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the Parties now desire to amend the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement to the
extent set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and for other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree to
amend and modify the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement as follows:

Section 1. Amendments.

1.1 Funding for Other Costs. Section 8(e) of the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement is
hereby amended and restated in its entirety to read as follows:

“(e) Funding for Other Costs. Notwithstanding anything herein to the
contrary, but subject to Section 8(e)(i), the City may use up to 4% of total Grant
Funds (i.e., six million four hundred thousand dollars ($6,400,000) (the “Other
Costs Amount™) to recoup or otherwise cover expenses that are consistent with
the Parties’ shared goal to increase the number of City youth participating in
sport and fitness programs but that do not otherwise qualify as Direct Costs,
including but not limited to community engagement and outreach expenses,
program Start-Up Costs, Safe Sport expenses, and marketing, program branding,
and reporting requirements expenses (“Other Costs™). The City shall have broad
discretion and unilateral control over how these funds are expended to support
the above stated goals, as described in the YSP Project Plan for any given Fiscal
Year. LA 2028 shall pay the City the Other Costs in quarterly payments as
necessary to support each approved YSP Project Plan. Other Costs may vary
from year to year; provided, however, that, subject to Section 8(e)(i), the total
amount available for Other Costs over the Agreement Term shall not exceed the
Other Costs Amount (i.e., $6,400,000). These Grant Funds for Other Costs shall
be credited towards LA 2028’s total commitment for YSP.

(i) Notwithstanding the applicable foregoing terms of Section 8(e),
but solely in the event that the City fully exhausts the Other
Costs Amount (i.e., $6,400,000) prior to the expiration of the
Agreement Term, the Parties shall, reasonably promptly
following the later to occur of (1) such date by which the City
has fully exhausted the Other Costs Amount (i.e., $6,400,000)
and (2) September 1, 2025, discuss in good faith (i) the existence
of any continued (or additional) and reasonable Other Costs and
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(ii) to the extent any such costs are mutually identified, a
potential corresponding, reasonable, and appropriate increase to
the Other Costs Amount. As it concerns the terms of this Section
8(e)(i), the Parties shall (x) mutually agree upon a date (to be no
earlier than September 1, 2025) to mark the commencement of
such good faith discussions (such date, the “Discussion
Commencement Date”) and (y) be obligated to so discuss in
good faith for the thirty (30) consecutive day period immediately
following the Discussion Commencement Date. For the
avoidance of doubt, any amendment or modification to this YSP
Agreement mutually agreed to by the Parties as a result of such
good faith discussions shall be subject to the terms of Section
17(d) hereof (Amendment; Waiver).”

1.2 Definition of Direct Costs. The first sentence of Section 6(f) of the Youth Sport
Partnership Agreement is hereby amended and restated in its entirety to read as follows:

“(f) “Direct Costs” shall mean those costs incurred by the Grantee of the type
described in Exhibit B, and reimbursable at the rates set forth in, or otherwise
defined pursuant to the terms of Exhibit B, subject to the terms and conditions of
this YSP Agreement.”

1.3  Certain Transportation Expenses and NGB Membership Expenses as Direct Costs.
Exhibit B to the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement shall be amended by adding the following
words directly beneath the standalone chart entitled “Class™:

“Transportation Costs. Beginning with the YSP Project Plan corresponding with
Fiscal Year 2022-23 (the “FY 22-23 Project Plan™) and for each YSP Project
Plan thereafter, Direct Costs may include reasonable and mutually agreed upon
expenses directly and exclusively associated with the direct transporting of
Eligible Participants to, or from, certain mutually-agreed upon Signature Youth
Sport Program Activities (“Transportation Costs”). For each applicable YSP
Project Plan, the Transportation Costs shall be exclusively reflected as the
product of:

(1) with respect to each applicable Signature Youth Sport Program
Activity, a reasonable and mutually agreed upon dollar rate per
Eligible Participant that (x) takes into account solely (i) RAP coach
or instructor wages applicable to time spent transporting Eligible
Participants on the terms set forth above and (ii) applicable bus rental
expenses (if any), (y) is determined via reference to, among other
things, relevant RAP financial and staffing records (historical or
otherwise), and (z) is established by the Parties in connection with
the FY 22-23 Project Plan

multiplied by
(2) with respect to each applicable Signature Youth Sport Program

Activity, the number of Eligible Participants participating in such
Activity.



For the avoidance of doubt, the Transportation Costs shall exclude any capital
expenditure.

NGB Membership Costs. Beginning with the FY 22-23 Project Plan and for each
YSP Project Plan thereafter, Direct Costs may include, solely as it concerns
NGB-sanctioned Leagues and Classes that (i) exclusively offer NGB-certified
programming; (ii) are offered on an, at minimum, multi-week basis; and (iii)
charge NGB individual participant membership fees (the “NGB Sanctioned
Activities”), NGB individual participant membership fees charged to Eligible
Participants (in an amount not to exceed a reasonable dollar amount per each
Eligible Participant that is participating in an NGB Sanctioned Activity) (the
“NGB Membership Costs”). In connection with any Project Plan seeking
funding for NGB Membership Costs, RAP shall submit to LA28 documentation
evidencing the amount of membership fees being charged by NGBs to Eligible
Participants (on a per participant and per NGB Sanctioned Activity basis).”

1.4 Seasonal Advance Funding; Aquatic Costs. The paragraph of Section 9(b)(iii) of the
Youth Sport Partnership Agreement beginning with the words “The amount of Seasonal
Advance Funding” is hereby amended and restated in its entirety as follows:

“For each season prior to the season(s) corresponding to the FY 22-23 Project
Plan (as defined in Exhibit B), the amount of Seasonal Advance Funding for
each season shall be the sum of (x) the Anticipated Enrollment for such season at
each Recreation Center multiplied by $180 for Leagues (the “Leagues Sum”), (y)
the Anticipated Enrollment for such season at each Recreation Center multiplied
by $80 for Classes (the “Classes Sum”), and (z) the unit costs for aquatic classes
and aquatic leagues (the “Aquatic Costs”). The Aquatic Costs have not yet been
defined, but the Parties agree (i) to work together in good faith to define the
Aquatic Costs and (ii) that the City may submit the Aquatic Costs as a part of the
Signature Youth Sports Program, for a given Fiscal Year in the YSP Project Plan
for that Fiscal Year.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, beginning with the season(s) corresponding to the
FY 22-23 Project Plan (and for each season thereafter), the amount of Seasonal
Advance Funding for each season shall be the sum of:

(1) the Leagues Sum;

(2) the Classes Sum;

(3) the Transportation Costs (as defined in Exhibit B);,

(4) the NGB Membership Costs (as defined in Exhibit B), and

(5) the Aquatic Costs (it being expressly acknowledged and agreed that
the Aquatic Costs may include, as and to extent mutually agreed to by
the Parties, expenses associated with the operation of RAP pools outside
of customary operating hours; provided that such expenses (x) bear a
direct, proportionate and reasonable relationship to the aquatic leagues
and classes being offered by RAP and (y) to the extent applicable, are of
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a comparable nature to expenses for extended pool operating hours
previously funded by LA28 in connection with the City’s SWIMLA
youth aquatic program).”

Section 2. Miscellaneous.
2.1 Ratification. Except as expressly amended hereby, the Youth Sport Partnership

Agreement is in all respects ratified and confirmed and all the terms, conditions and provisions
thereof shall remain in full force and effect, and are expressly incorporated herein.

2.2 Order of Precedence. In the event of any conflict or inconsistency between this
Amendment and the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement and/or the attachments or exhibits
thereto, such conflict or inconsistency shall be resolved in accordance with the following order
of precedence:

1. This Amendment to Youth Sport Partnership Agreement.
2. The Youth Sport Partnership Agreement.
3. Attachments or exhibits to the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement.

2.3 IOC Approval Required. The Parties acknowledge and agree that, pursuant to Section
17(k) of the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement, the understandings set forth in this
Amendment are subject to the written approval of the IOC and shall not be binding upon any
Party unless and until such written approval is obtained.

This Second Amendment to Youth Sport Partnership Agreement C-136936 (this “Amendment”) is made
and entered into as of the date of the last signature set forth below, and is by and between the City of Los
Angeles, a municipal corporation (the “City”), acting by and through its Department of Recreation and
Parks (“RAP”) and the Los Angeles Organizing Committee for the Olympic and Paralympic Games 2028
(“LA28”). These entities shall be known herein collectively as the “Parties” or individually as a
“Party.” Capitalized terms used but not otherwise defined herein shall have the meanings ascribed in the
Youth Sport Partnership Agreement (as defined below).

WHEREAS, the Parties entered into that certain agreement regarding the 2028 Youth Sport
Partnership dated as of September 23, 2020, as amended by that certain First Amendment to Youth Sport
Partnership Agreement dated as of May 12, 2022 (the “Youth Sport Partnership Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the Parties now desire to amend the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement to the extent
set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and for other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree to
amend and modify the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement as follows:

Section 1. Amendments.

1.1 Definition of Fee Waiver. Section 6(i) of the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement is hereby
amended and restated in its entirety to read as follows:

(1) “Fee Waiver” shall mean the self-certification form by which financial need
shall be assessed, in substantially the same form as Exhibit D attached hereto. Each
Fee Waiver shall include certification that the Youth participant’s combined family
income is under the then existing Low Income Limit established by the United
States Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) for 3-member
families in the Los Angeles-Long Beach-Glendale, California HUD Metro Fair
Market Rent Area (the “Current Low Income Limit”).

1.2 Definition of Pre-Qualified Recreation Center. Section 6(m) of the Youth Sport Partnership
Agreement is hereby amended and restated in its entirety to read as follows:

(m) “Pre-Qualified Recreation Center” shall mean those Recreation Centers
located in neighborhoods where the median household income is less than the
Current Low Income Limit within a half-mile radius, in accordance with the
California State Parks Community Fact Finder. Pre-Qualified Recreation Centers
will be identified based on the Current Low Income Limit in the annual YSP
Project Plan and selection will prioritize sites where increased investments
promote equitable access to sports and fitness opportunities. Subject to mutual
agreement by the Parties, the Parties may adjust or re-classify how Pre-Qualified
Recreation Centers are pre-qualified in order to increase participant access or to
adjust for capacity, provided that LA28 shall provide the IOC with notice prior to
any such adjustments or reclassifications.

1.3 Self-Certification Form. Exhibit D to the Youth Sport Partnership Agreement is hereby amended
and restated in its entirety to read as set forth in Exhibit D attached hereto.
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Section 2. Miscellaneous.

2.1 Ratification. Except as expressly amended hereby, the Youth Sport Partnership
Agreement is in all respects ratified and confirmed and all the terms, conditions and provisions
thereof shall remain in full force and effect, and are expressly incorporated herein.
